INTRODUCTION

This booklet presents under one cover the most frequently-requested information for the nine member towns of the Windham Region Council of Governments.  Most of the data included is from the most recent U.S. Census (2000).  It should be noted, however, that the census information provided here represents only a fraction of what has already been, and what will be, made available for data users.

Users of this data should be aware that census statistics are based on two different sources of information.  Statistics on age, sex, race, Hispanic ancestry, marital status, and composition of households, as well as the number, tenure, and occupancy status of housing units, are gathered from the short-form questionnaire that goes to every household in the United States.  Other information, including such important subjects as educational attainment, occupations, income, poverty, and more detailed housing information, comes from the long-form questionnaire that is sent to only a sample of households.  The answers on these questionnaires are then expanded, as they would be with a public opinion poll, to produce an estimate for the town or city as a whole.  For towns under 2,500 population, one household in two received the long-form questionnaire;  in larger towns, the sample rate was either one in six or one in eight.

The tables included in this booklet have been compiled by the staff of the Windham Region Council of Governments.  While every effort has been  made to assure their accuracy, we advise users to question any data that seems unreasonable, and to request a verification.
